Alleged Itlegal appointments of Teachers

As per an articles published in the Divaina newspaper on 37 October 2018, 270 teaching
appointments were made by the Central Provincial Council on 15t October 2019. The article
further states that the competitivle examination for the relevant position was held in 2017 but
the appointments were made now by the Provincial Councit in an urgent manner.

Direction No. 2 (iii) of the Extraordinary Gazette No.2141/52 of 19th September 2019 stipulate
that “Officers should refrain from making any recruitment, appointments and promotions and
transfers of whatever nature in public institutions without the approval of the Election
Commission...”. This therefore is a potential violation of the gazetted directions of the Election
Commission. '
